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Interview with Steward of the Month - - VERONICA MONETTI 
 It was a pleasure sitting down to speak with Veronica Monetti and her parents Colleen and Mike. 
When Veronica was born, her family was living in Belleville but they moved to Nutley when Veronica 
was six years old. Her academic career at Good Shepherd Academy began in Kindergarten. Her parents 
knew she would receive a solid education, both academically and spiritually. She remains at GSA and is 
in the 7th grade. Some of her fondest childhood memories are of time spent in summer camp. Each year she 
would participate in themed birthday parties given by the camp, for the camp, such as Western or Carnival. 
She had the co-responsibility of planning, preparing, executing and cleaning up at these parties. Veronica 
realized at this time how much the Holy Spirit was working within her. She truly enjoyed helping others and 
taking care of younger campers left in her care. 
 At age 11, Veronica attended CYO camp in Kearny. She turned her attention to different interests: swimming, basketball, 
air hockey, and discovering the great outdoors, to name just a few. She especially enjoyed day trips to Liberty Science Center, 
bowling and attending a Jackals baseball game. Once again, she discovered the Holy Spirit inspiring her, but in a different way: 
protecting nature and the creatures God put on this planet. She has a deep respect for all people and she also wants to champion the 
rights of those who have no voice. 
 At age 9, Veronica heard a voice coming from the choir loft and was moved by the angelic sound coming from Liliane 
Emralino. Veronica met Liliane and realized she wasn’t much older than herself. One interview later with Susan Loricchio, Director 
of Music Ministry, and Veronica was a cantor at Mass. She humbly credits Andrew Cardona and Susan for many hours of their time 
spent to train, coach and encourage her to achieve her full potential. This past Christmas, Veronica was invited to sing as a Psalmist 
at the Cathedral Basilica of the Sacred Heart in Newark. In the future it is her ambition to sing at Saint Patrick’s Cathedral and at the 
Vatican for the Pope. 
 When asking Susan to give her impression of Veronica she said, “A couple of years ago Veronica came to the choir loft 
with her parents expressing a desire to sing. She was too young for the adult choir so she began coming to Sunday, 10:00 AM Mass 
regularly, and singing along with the cantor from the choir loft. Over time with guidance, she expanded her repertoire, attending 
summer note reading sessions in the Parish Center as well as the Archdiocesan’s adult cantor course. From that little girl to a fine 
young lady, Veronica blossomed into our Junior Leader of Song. We are so proud of her, being self-motivated, and she preservers in 
practicing her music.  Also a special ‘Thank You’ to her parents who have been so supportive.” 
 At Good Shepherd Academy, Veronica has four major interests: academics, Girl Scouts, (6th year rank of Cadet), Junior 
Stewardship Council and socializing with her peers. She joined Jr. Stewardship because she agreed with the general philosophy of 
the ministry and it gives her another outlet for serving the Lord.  She has been involved with the parish Stewardship Dinner, candy 
making for the Valentine Day sale, Bible Blitz and the FFFP. (First Friday Food Pantry). In the future, she would like to expand this 
ministry to include new programs such as a Pay It Forward experience for fellow students, animal rescue and a fund raiser for 
children in crisis.  
 Veronica has been dancing for nine years, the last three competitively. She would like to attend Montclair State University 
and major in Performing Arts with a minor in Political Science. Upon graduation, she hopes to continue her education at Seton Hall 
School of Law.
