Six Diocesan Priests serve as Chaplains and seven lay

people as Staff to the various schools. F.O.C.U.S. (the
Fellowship of Catholic University Students) has Missionaries
working at two of these schools and interacts with the
F.O0.C.U.S. Team at Seton Hall University.
Catholic Campus Ministry celebrates the sacraments of
Reconciliation and the Eucharist regularly on each campus and
seeks to enrich the lives of Catholics and non-Catholics alike
with the Gospel of Jesus Christ. Special programs look to
engage students on the pertinent moral and cultural challenges
of the day with the richness of Church Teaching. Bible Studies,
Prayer Groups, Theology on Tap, Guest Speakers, Community
Service Projects and Retreats are offered to students as ways to
grow in and learn more about their faith. As a Senior at Kean
University recently put it, “Catholic Campus Ministry has
enabled me to meet and interact with Catholics from the other
local campuses. It has been awesome to meet and build a faith
community with other young Catholics.”
