19" Sunday in Ordinary Time-A-2017
My brothers and sisters in the Lord!
We hear in today’s Gospel of a storm that suddenly broke over the disciples on the Sea of
Galilee. The disciples were taken by surprise by the sudden squall, though it was a regular occurrence
on this particular sea, and they were hard-pressed to keep the boat, as well as themselves, afloat. When
Jesus came toward them during that dark and troubled hour of the night, they became afraid because as
we heard, they thought they were seeing a ghost. But Jesus assured them that it was He. Peter, anxious
to reach Jesus, goes to Him across the water. This event, like so many others, deepens the disciples’ faith in Jesus that He is not just
an ordinary man but that He is the Son of God. This phenomenal event reveals to them that Jesus is truly an extraordinary person.
They come to realize that they can put their trust in Him in the most alarming of circumstances. Peter, feeling the force of the waves,
begins to sink as he makes his way towards the Lord and the Lord reaches for his hand to steady him.

In the days to come there will be another storm to overcome these same men and it will bring Jesus to a cross on a hill out-
side of Jerusalem. The disciples will be scattered, frightened and fearful for their own lives, and Jesus will be taunted by people who
will take delight in reminding Him that He saved others, so why can’t He save Himself now?

My brothers and sisters, storms can occur in every human life. Like the storms at sea, they can be overwhelming events and
we can find ourselves helpless to avoid them or escape their consequences. Terrible weather is bad enough but human violence,
whether it is in family, in society or internationally, is a force that we can feel powerless to survive, much less overcome. In the mid-
dle of such storms, when anger is raging, when things are said and done that hurt us, we are in great danger of adding fuel to the
flames by the storm of anger that invades our own soul. In times like these we need brave people to emerge who will faithfully carry
out the things that make for safety as well as for the sanity of life. Storms play themselves out at sea and they will also play them-
selves out in human relationships, as long as we do not add our own fury to the fire. Calm and quiet-natured people are needed in
volatile situations; the people who pray and call out to the Lord of the storm for assistance.

Prayer brings us the gift of wisdom and a way of responding well to those who are out of control. In personal life it is a gift
of not responding angrily to the words that others may send our way. In public life it is the gift of diplomacy that seeks understand-
ing with our enemies, and not their destruction. People of little faith that we are, let us pray to the Lord of the storm for the salvation
of our world in which we live.

The Assumption of the Blessed Virgin Mary

In 1950, Pope Pius XII defined and proclaimed the doctrine of the Assumption of the Blessed Vir-
gin Mary. He had previously consulted all the bishops of the world, along with their clergy and people,
about the matter and they were overwhelmingly positive. There seemed to be a great desire for the teaching
to be made official. Christians had celebrated this feast for many centuries but the teaching had never been
officially proclaimed. There are many reasons why the proclamation of the dogma was so popular. If we
look at the history of the twentieth century at the time, we can get an idea of why this was the case.

Apart from the two world wars, the first half of the century also saw countless deaths at the hands
of political regimes trying to impose their ideologies on whole continents, killing on an industrial scale; the
use of nuclear weapons and genocide all make up the dark history of those years. It must have seemed as if
human life and the human body had been reduced to mere fodder for political and military violence. The
Assumption of Mary was a reaffirmation of all that is good, gracious and hopeful. As Pope Pius XII put it
elsewhere, “Mary, resplendent in glory in body and soul, reigns in heaven with her Son.” Her presence in
heaven, body and soul, is a great sign of God’s goodness overcoming death and destruction.

Tuesday, August 15, is the Feast of the Assumption of the Blessed Virgin Mary. It is a Holy Day of Obligation. Masses are
