My brothers and sisters in the Lord!

During Jesus’ time, to be admired was very important. The Roman Empire was a world
of patronage. Prestige depended upon cultivating connections with those higher up the social
scale, with one favor in exchange for another. Such norms were not alien to ancient Jewish
culture because status was even important to the Pharisees. Today’s Gospel story tells of two fishermen who had abandoned their
business to follow Jesus. They believed He was going to be king of the Jews. And so, naturally, they would anticipate favors for this
loyalty. There seems to have been an expectation of rapid promotions when Jesus rose to power. The two brothers were not
especially greedy but just products of the thinking at this time.

Jesus was also a product of that same culture yet, over Him, ambition had no hold. Quite the reverse; the “magic pull”
within Him was away from Himself towards people who were vulnerable and despised. He experienced gut wrenching compassion
for anyone who suffered. Again and again, He turned aside to help and care and listen. His vision for the kingdom of God was not
the substitution of one set of powerful rulers for another but rather a radical alternative. In the reversed polarity of God’s kingdom, it
would be those who were poor and sick who mattered most. Leaders would no longer be driven by power and prestige but rather by
the desire to be of service. The kingdom of God was to be a world turned upside down.

We see that wherever Jesus went, new and glorious possibilities were opening up before people’s eyes. They saw sickness
being healed; little children cherished; marginalized men and women accepted back into their communities. Everywhere, ordinary
struggling people like us were finding hope and forgiveness. The way Jesus wanted to be remembered was not as one who ruled, but
rather, as one who served. His ultimate act of service was this: to go willingly to the shameful execution reserved for slaves so that
others might find life, freedom and dignity. Such was true greatness.

Jesus asks of us as He asked of those ambitious disciples, “ Can you drink of the cup that I must drink?” We may hesitate to
answer yes for we, too, are products of a culture obsessed with status. The compulsion to establish rank still drives people to climb
over one another to reach the top. For us to hold different values is to risk being left behind. Selfless people will always be the
“nobodies” of a society whose core question is: “What’s in it for me?”’

In today’s Gospel, Jesus asks James and John the question: “What is it you want me to do for you?” Self-gift is the model
of true greatness that Jesus sets before God’s servants, and it may cost us more than a bit of spare change. The baptism to which
Jesus invites us is no less than a flipping of the polarity within us, whereby God can establish God’s throne in the place where our
egos once held court. Christian compassion extends beyond the cozy circle of our associates; it is far more than the exchange of one
favor for another. The call of Jesus today is to give freely to those who have nothing to offer in return. Though it may cost us dearly,
such a sacrifice will one day be rewarded in GOD’S OWN WAY. It will be only then that we will understand how far this world’s
glamour falls short of glory.

TO In the Preamble to the Declaration of Independence, Thomas Jefferson made it very clear that
V4 7 all human beings "are endowed by their Creator with certain inalienable rights". Chief and first among

for example, if one does not firstly have the right to exist?

The rights mentioned in the Declaration are no less valid than those articulated in our
Constitution. In fact, they are foundational to all the rights and protections which the Constitution
guarantees. This applies especially to the right to life, which is not only paramount but is also clearly
protected under the 14th Amendment by due process of law.

We need to impress upon our children the importance of these two documents and how they already guarantee every
American, born or unborn, week or strong, the blessings of Life, Liberty and the Pursuit of Happiness.
